a sweet bread. No one makes
breads like the Israelis. While
walking down streets, the

aroma of the bread shops draws
you in.

While at the Wall there were
opportunities to give out monies
to those in need, including help-
ing children.

There is a great need in
Israel due to the recent war.
Rockets are being fired into
towns in the desert area.
Children are among those that
are suffering the most.

An afternoon was spent at
Ner Ya’akov (Candle of Jacob)

This included a birthday
party for one of the volunteers.

They had an opportunity to
visit “The Lifeline for the Old”
which is a workshop for the eld-
erly and the impaired.

Not only
was it fun to shop, but monies
spent helped those who were
struggling.

For many their money is
made through tourism. How-
ever, the summer months are
very hot and people fearing to
travel to Israel has made it diffi-
cult to make ends meet. In spite
of that, shop owners and taxi
drivers were willing to offer spe-
cial prices from those listed.
Frequently, Muriel and JoAnne
would give them the regular
price or bless the taxi drivers

with an extra tip.

There was no danger felt
there and many people includ-
ing families were out on the
streets at night, visiting and
chatting with friends while
enjoying a cup of coffee or ice
cream. They found the people
extremely friendly and helpful,
especially when they got lost,
(this seemed to happen quite
often). Some even made sure
they got to their destination by
either walking them there or
making sure they got on the
right bus and off at the right
stop.

The two ladies encountered
some differences that they found
interesting. For instance, the
bus drivers did not help you
with your luggage but thankful-
ly a young man did, as their
bags were very heavy. The cen-
tral bus stations have several
levels, the ground level is where
the trains come in and the next
6 levels are for buses going to
various parts of the country.
The bus that Muriel and JoAnne
took was located on level 6. Each
level contains various shops,

restaurants, banks, food and
beverage stands, also tables and
chairs where people eat or wait
for the next bus. There are
stairs, escalators and elevators
that take you to the different
levels.

The hostel in Jerusalem was
like a hotel with a full breakfast.
The one in Jaffa, located in the
old city, was quite rustic. In
Jaffa the options were private
rooms, dormitory rooms and
even huts on the roof overlook-
ing the city. The last night there
they chose to stay in a dormito-
ry room for $13 since the price
was right.
